We reflect on our behaviour
through our bespoke school policies,
which were created by our
Anti-Bullying Ambassadors

Pupil-developed STOP
strategies and created posters.

We choose anti bullying
ambassadors at the end of Year 4.

In Year 4, we discuss equality
and diversity through our History unit
on Liverpool (slavery) and Geography
unit Fairtrade.

Mutual Respect:

RE, Collective Worship and Life Learning encourage us
to show respect for others.

We celebrate and recognise events throughout the year
such as religious festivals and awareness of what hate crime is.

We have bespoke events throughout the year such as
‘Positive Noticing Day ‘and ‘Friendship Friday'.

We discuss current news stories regarding protected
groups, exposing pupils to ‘Big Picture News' and
‘Newsround’, and discussing the issues raised.

We have a range of class books on themes of equality
and diversity. For example one of our class novels (Little
Badman), Ruby's Worry- Tom Percival, and My Shadow is ...-
Scott Stuart

We raise money for charities throughout the year.

Democracy:

We have a democratic
process through the election of
various committees, including
School Council, Eco Council.
